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Climate and Nature (CAN) Bill: model MP letter for branches

We are writing to you as MP for XXX constituency on behalf of the XXX University and College Union (UCU) to ask you to back the Climate and Nature (CAN) bill in Parliament by attending the CAN bill parliamentary session on Friday 24th January (its second hearing), and encouraging your colleagues to also attend and back the bill.

As one of the world’s most nature-depleted countries, the UK government must increase its ambition and action in line with the science. The CAN bill will bring necessary actions for addressing our climate and nature crises into legislation: 
· meeting the UK’s commitment to reducing emissions required to prevent catastrophic climate change, including emissions overseas
· building on the Environment Act to reverse biodiversity loss by 2030
· holding a climate and nature assembly to work with the UK government to develop an emergency strategy. 
We can already see the impact of the climate-nature crisis. Sky-high energy bills. Disappearing wildlife. Draughty homes. Dirty air. Polluted rivers and seas. Backing this bill will benefit residents and businesses in our constituency making us better off, healthier and happier as we face climate change together.
