Anfield and Goodison, home to Premier League
rivals Liverpool FC and Everton FC are separated
by just one mile and just across the River Mersey is
Tranmere Rovers FC.

Liverpool is home to the world’'s most famous horse
race, the Grand National at Aintree Racecourse,
alongside Haydock Racecourse.

Liverpool region is also home to Rugby League stars

St Helens RLFC (Saints) and Widnes Vikings, and part
of England’s Golf Coast with both Royal Birkdale in
Southport and Royal Liverpool in Wirral hosting the
prestigious Golf Open Championship.

Retail & Hospitality

There's plenty of places to shop ‘til you drop from
Liverpool ONE, Bold Street and Church Street in
Liverpool to Lord Street, Ocean Plaza and Chapel
Street in Southport. Hoylake and West Kirby offer
an array of quirky, independent shops from antiques,
boutiques and chocolatiers.

Country & Coast

There are loads of open spaces in the region, such as
Liverpool's Sefton Park, Southport Botanic Gardens,
West Kirby beach and Spike Island in Widnes with its
miles of stunning coastline. You can hop on a train from
Liverpool Central or Moorfields to explore 22 miles of
coast taking in Antony Gormley’s iron men at Crosby
Beach, the rolling dunes, pinewoods and red squirrels
at Formby’s nature reserve and fly a kite at Ainsdale
Beach, one of the UK's premier beaches for extreme
kite activities.

A short trip across the River Mersey, there are
beautiful walks and cycling trails. New Brighton

is the quintessential seaside town, great for families
and traditional fun. Popular attractions include the
Riverside Bowling Alley, the Laser Quest Centre, and
the New Palace Amusement Arcade, but make sure
you explore the world class street art trail along the

Victoria Road Quarter too.
